Lesson:

Exercise Faith in Jesus Christ

Jesus Christ can help me do all things as I exercise faith in Him.

The disciples of Jesus Christ were on a boat. The wind was 

strong, and the waves were high. In the middle of this, they 

saw Jesus walking toward them on the water. One of His 

disciples, Peter, asked Jesus if he could walk out to meet Him 

on the water. Jesus invited Peter to do what seemed 

impossible.
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Discuss the Principle of Learning

Lesson:

The Bible tells us what happened next: “And when Peter was 

come down out of the ship, he walked on the water, to go to 

Jesus.

“But when he saw the wind boisterous, he was afraid; and 

beginning to sink, he cried, saying, Lord, save me.

“And immediately Jesus stretched forth his hand, and caught 

him, and said unto him, O thou of little faith, wherefore didst 

thou doubt?” (Matthew 14:29–31).

Exercise Faith in Jesus Christ
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Discuss the Principle of Learning

Lesson:

At first, Peter acted in faith, and he miraculously began 

to walk on water. But when he stopped looking at Jesus 

and started looking at the storm, he began to sink. Like 

Peter, if you focus on your fears, you might want to quit. 

Instead, you can focus on Jesus. Learning a new 

language can seem impossible. Trust that Jesus Christ 

can help you do things that seem impossible.
